The world’s best Sauvignon Blancs, like this one, come from the upper reaches of the
Loire River valley in central France. (True, very good white wine is made from this
grape all over the world, but this is from the genuine epicenter.) Here there is pleasure
in the clear precision of Bourgeois’ interpretation of Sauvignon: very dry suggestions of
flinty soil and grapefruit zest, framed handsomely by perfectly balanced acidity. Try

this beauty with seafood, goat cheese, stir-fried vegetables, as an aperitif...
